1. The projectwill promote interventionsthat may be replicated country-wide;

2. The proposedintervention complements ongoing Social Accountability activities supportedin
the framework of the Second Regional and Municipal Infrastructure Development Project
Component 2.

3. Theprojectwill generate information thatis neededto complement existing processes already
supported by relevant publicinstitutions.
